AN ORNITHOLOGICAL SURVEY OF EXISTING VEGETATION SIT ES
MARALINGA TO EMU, THE LAKE MERAMANGYE AREA AND TALL  ARINGA CONSERVATION
PARK
Objective.
The objective of this field study was to record bivel species observed on existing Departmenter t
Environment and Natural Resources Vegetation $itas the Maralinga to Emu Road, around Lake Meray®an
and in the Tallaringa Conservation Park.

Methodology and Protocol.

The vegetation sites had been established ovemaeruof years by various survey groups. Some sites
were first made nearly thirty years ago. Eachlsitg an area of 10,000 square metres, has a udiepiication
label and has a photopoint marker in the field.

Using GPS coordinates bird observers located s pihd recorded all birds within the one hectéaee Birds
observed in adjacent areas that had the same viegdigme as that within the designated site weotuded. Also
those seen flying over the site were included. 8pdsitively identified by their call were recorded

Two one hour surveys were conducted at each site.S0rvey was made as early as was practical imtieing
and another in the late afternoon but not on theesday.

Observations.

Twelve sites were surveyed by two teams of obssreeer a period of nine days. The teams worked with

experienced bird watchers as leaders: Elizabethd.émd Neville Hudson.

Generally the number of species recorded was Iflecteng the dry conditions within recent years.

At two sites (OBH00501 and TAL01302) only two bindsre recorded. These sites had a lack of treebasity
shrubs. The plants were mainly Chenopod and Maire@ath an understorey of dead ephemeral vegetation.
OBHO00501 was a very open shrubland with an occasmeacia and a nearby stand of black o@ks(arina
paupe). TALO1302 was part quite a barren site of caoas rock and stunted growth.

Near Tallaringa Well there appeared to have beear main in recent months. The vegetation had sdoneefing
shrubs including eremophila and acacias. Thereangarse cover of growing annuals. At TAL03101 and
TALO3701 there was an increased diversity of bwith 14 and 12 species respectively recorded. These the
only sites where the Yellow-throated Min&gnorina flavigulg and the Chestnut Quail-thrugbiiclosoma
castanotuswere recorded.

A total of 28 species were recorded. A recording ied Butcherbirdgracticus nigrogulari} at site OHB00601
is included but it was an “only heard” record awndld be questioned. The observer was confideriefied
Butcherbird call but a subsequent sighting of ay@wetcherbird at the same site leaves room for doub

The “only heard” record of a Rufous Whistler agsitAL03101 was confirmed by a sighting just outdiue
survey time.

The most frequently recorded bird was the Chimingdgébill Psophodes occidentajiseen on 5 sites and heard
at two others. Other frequently recorded birds wkeeeMulga ParrotRsephotos variys Singing Honeyeater

( Lichenostomus virescenand the Blackfaced Woodswallowrramussuperciliosus. All of these were found on
50% of the sites.

Blackfaced WoodswallowAfrtramus superciliosysvas the most numerous species recorded. Smekisflof
between 3 to 8 birds were seen on five sites. Hewthere were no sightings in the Tallaringa Corestéyn Park
where the vegetation is a low open woodland rathem the low shrub and chenopod areas visiteceeanlihe
survey period.

On some occasions corvid species were seen butiod\xen included in the report because of coofusith
species identification.

Conclusion and Recommendations.

Visiting the sites twice on separate days becameows requiring a lot of travelling and logisticabanisation. It
is recommended that the result from this amoueffoit and expense does not justify this appro¥¢ith such a
relatively small number of sites covered in sudarge area there is not a significant amount cé datlected and
this approach is not appropriate for future fielgd.

However, the information will be a record of theddiife in this part of the Great Victoria Desettrohg a period of
relative aridity. It will contribute to the distrilbion data of the species recorded.

The involvement of 12 volunteers in the survey ¢@sributed to the increased ornithological knowledf these
people. This learning can now be applied in fusuereys and increases their appreciation of Soustralia’s
avifauna.

It is recommended that future Friends of the Gyéetioria Desert field trips have an emphasis onexbing
opportunistic records or carrying out surveys theget specific species. There would also be vial@aelopting the
Birds Australia approach to recording birds atipatér sites. These records would be valued by$Bdstralia
and contribute to the better understanding of bindbe whole of Australia.

Here thereavgreater
diversity of vegetation than at any of the previeiiss visited.

Recommendations.

The quality of the information gathered would b&amced if volunteers were given more assistanckp. \Mi¢h
knowing how to describe the type of vegetation tredandscape where the birds were seen wouldt iasul
improved records.

Most members of the survey teams have some knowlefitihe vegetation types but require help with
describing it in a way that is succinct and meafihtp those who will interpret the data. It is omemended
that a data collecting sheet with reference exasnglereated and made available for the volunteers.
Information about the location, weather, vegetatiod landscape would then be recorded efficiently.

This could then be transferred to the forms in@pportune Records Book C and would create a smirdata
to help with the Friends of the Great Victoria De$geld Trip Report and other interested bodies.

The recording of opportunistic sightings shouldgbaen a greater emphasis in future and there shuei bl
more formal adoption of the Birds Australia methlody to record bird sightings.

All but one of the predator scats contained evidewicthe European rabbi©(yctolagus cuniculys In one of
the fox scats there was definite evidence of aszeatiouse (genuBseudomy)s Barbara Triggs considered it to
probably be a Sandy Inland Mougtséudomys hermannsburgesia another scat from a fox or cat there was
definite evidence of a marsupial molaforcytes typhlops

No specific technique was employed to search fatiles but three opportune observations were made.

Results.

Ringed Brown SnakePseudonaja modestéifty three kilometers west of the Tallaringa Weh the Anne

Beadell Highway a Ringed Brown Snake was found kngnaway from under a vehicle stopped at the side

the road. It was considered that the vibrationsedwy the motor running had disturbed the snake.

Beaked GeckoRhynchoedura ornataand Beaded Geckaucasium damaeunwere found in the sand dune

country in the Tallaringa Conservation Park aboug kilometres west of the Tallaringa Well. Bothckes

were discovered in the sand disturbed by peopleeatampsite.

Comment/Recommendations.

During the last week of July and early August naetnmreptile observations were expected. The obsensa
that were made were due to the disturbance ofriegtures by our presence. Fortunately a photograpleord
was made of them and identification of the reldyivammon reptiles is considered accurate.

Field trips conducted by The Friends of the Greatdria Desert Parks do not have the resourcesapdrtise
to carry out comprehensive reptile surveys but oppstic observations can contribute to a bettetenstanding
of their distribution and habitat requirements. Wtxercising appropriate care, observers are eaged to take
photos that will aid identification and if possilfleld notes. However, be aware that identificatiorsome cases
cannot be made without extremely close, in the hara@mination.
